MEMBERSHIP

1. The appointed Officers will be appointed by, and serve under the direction of the President:

3. All Officers are volunteers and are to serve without remuneration.  Unforeseen and reasonable out of

pocket expenses (i.e.: telephone calls or other misc. expenses), may be reimbursed by Chapter with proper receipts.  Travel and other special expenses relating to Chapter business, with prior approval of the chapter board and/or membership, shall be reimbursed with Chapter money;
4. THERE WILL BE NO PAID OFFICERS OR EMPLOYEES;

5. The term of office for all Officers shall be 2 years.
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OFFICERS DUTIES


PRESIDENT:

1. Schedule, plan & officiate at all meetings;

2. Coordinate the activities of all other officers;

3. Maintain liaison with National GPAA Headquarters.


VICE-PRESIDENT:

1. In the absence of the President, assume the President's duties;

2. Maintain order at all meetings;

3. Oversee the fundraising & equipment sales activities, during the meeting.


SECRETARY:

1. Record minutes at all meetings and sign-in sheets;

2. Maintain all Chapter records including:

a. The membership roster;

b. All required forms;

c. Claim Committee forms;

d. The Chapter Calendar;

e. Master copies of the Chapter Constitution & By-Laws
                         

3. Prepare, at the Presidents direction, all Chapter correspondence;

4. Keep files of all outgoing & incoming correspondence;

5. Provide the Claim Committee Chairman current roster of Claim

Committee individuals;

6. Be the custodian for all Chapter office/mail supplies;

7. Other duties as directed by the President.


TREASURER:

1. Be the custodian of the Chapter checking account/book;

2. Maintain open, accurate records of all financial transactions;

3. Prepare a monthly Financial Report for the membership;
4. Collect all Monies and keep account of the Chapter Petty Cash Account;

5. Maintain records of GPAA merchandise credits.
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OFFICERS DUTIES (CONT.)



CLAIMS COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN:

1. Act as point of contact for all activities relating to claims in the local sector;

2. Coordinate with the GPAA State Claims Committee;

3. Maintain the Claim Committee Roster (provided by Secretary);

4. Coordinate the activities of the Claims Inspectors;

5. Schedule & plan common digs with the President and Outings Coordinator.

6. Make a record for Secretary and GPAA of all cleanups and inspections on claims. These forms are available from GPAA Headquarters.                          



CLAIMS INSPECTOR:

1. Establish/maintain Claim committee teams; keep Secretary

  informed for roster purposes;

2. Schedule & coordinate Claim committee activities in the inspection of proposed new claims;

3. Schedule & coordinate Claim Committee activities in the maintenance of existing claims.

4. Supervise meeting place clean-up by Claims Committee



EQUIPMENT MANAGER:

1. Sign for, store & maintain all Chapter Equipment;

2. Provide a system for Chapter members to check out equipment

when not being used for Chapter activities, for personal use;

3. Coordinate with the Treasurer to acquire and restock the "For Sale" equipment;

4. Operate the equipment sale at meeting;

5. May, if deemed necessary, appoint an assistant.



FUNDRAIZING COORDINATOR:

1. Coordinate with Vice-President acquiring gold and merchandise

For fundraising at the meetings;

2. Maintain custody of the fundraising equipment
3. After fundraisers, complete the accounting form and present it, along with all money to the President for verification.



OUTINGS COORDINATOR:

1. Schedule & coordinate Chapter outings;

2. Prepare, in coordination with the President a list of proposed outings for the upcoming year, to be presented to the membership for approval;

3. Coordinate with State Director for statewide outings;  all Officers will keep the President informed of Chapter activities undertaken.
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ELECTIONS

1. Nominations & election of Officers shall occur at the last outing each election year.

A plurality of members present at this meeting shall be required to elect each Officer;

2. All outgoing Officers will turn over any/all Club records, supplies & equipment to the incoming Officer within 15 days;

3. Only one member of a family shall be allowed to serve as an elected Officer at any one time. No individual may be allowed to hold more than one elected office at any one time, except that one individual may hold the office of Secretary // Treasurer;

4. If any elected office becomes vacant for any reason, a replacement will be nominated & elected at the next regularly scheduled meeting.  An Officer elected as a replacement will serve only the remaining term of the predecessor;

5. Any elected office may be considered vacant, at the discretion of the board, if the individual filling that position has two consecutive un-excused absences or four non-consecutive unexcused absences during his or her term.  Only the President or two other officers may excuse Officers from attending the meetings.  The President may be excused by a quorum of two other elected officers. Normally this must be done a minimum of 48 hours prior to the meeting, however, in an emergency, this may be done even after the fact;

6. If only one individual is nominated for any position, he shall be considered elected by acclamation. 

MEETINGS

1. This Club will meet on the 1st Saturday from February to December.
The meeting place shall be held at the Killingly, CT Library (subject to availability) or an alternate site communicated to the membership prior to the meeting.
2. A quorum of 2 elected Officers and ¼ of the active chapter members shall be required for a meeting to be considered official;

3. There shall be NO consumption of alcoholic beverages during the meeting;

4. The President shall resolve all disputes, unless over-ridden by a majority of members or officers present at a meeting.

5. The Order of Meetings shall be as follows:




a.  President calls the meeting to order;




b.  President introduces any visitors;




c.  Secretary reads minutes of last meeting;




d.  Secretary informs members of correspondence received;




e.  Officer/Committee reports;




f.  Old Business;




g.  New Business;




h.  Announce next meeting date/time;

i. Adjourn regular meeting;

j.  Raffle.                
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FINANCES

1. There will be NO DUES CHARGED;

2. All Chapter activities will be financed by proceeds from the equipment sales, the 

Monthly fundraisers, and donations;

3. All elected Officers shall be signatories on a checking account opened in the 

Club’s name. Two signatures will be required on all checks.
4. The President may authorize expenditures up to $250.  Any amount

greater than what would require a vote of the members at a regularly scheduled

meeting;

5. The Treasurer shall maintain a Petty Cash Fund in the amount of $250,

These funds will be used only with the approval of the President or in his 

absence, the vice-president;

6. A quarterly audit will be conducted by the President and vice-president on the 

Treasurers books. This audit will cover all funds collected from all sources, and

shall include both the checking account and the petty cash fund.

MISCELLANEOUS

1. If a  P. O. Box  is established and that address used as the Official Address for

all Chapter correspondence National should be notified.
2. A quarterly audit should be performed by the President & Vice-President of all 

Chapter equipment; this audit shall cover both quantity and condition.

ADOPTION & AMENDING

1. These By-Laws shall become effective when adopted by a majority of

members present at a regularly scheduled meeting;

2. to modify, or amend (other than spelling or grammatical changes) shall require

a 2/3's majority of members present at a regularly scheduled meeting or a majority
at a regular officers meeting to be confirmed by a majority at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

3. BY-LAWS and GUIDE LINES must be readily available to the general membership at   

every meeting along with a copy of the most current minutes. A copy charge may be levied for replacement copies for existing members.

4. All proposed amendments should be first sent to GPAA if there is any question as to the amendment affecting the contractual agreement. If it does affect the contractual agreement the membership should be made aware of the affects before a vote is taken.

All chapters will be bound under this contract. Chapter/Club President and other elected officers must sign and date this contract and mail a copy to the GPAA national headquarters. Any change in officers causes the need for a new contract to be signed by all officers.
          All chapters in good standing will be known as an official Gold Prospectors Assn. of America Chapter.  The full club name must appear on all documents and the identification as a GPAA chapter should be on all documents and correspondence with GPAA.  The Club checking account in addition to having said club name, if not in conflict with state or federal law, must also require two signatures on every check.  

No person having been an officer of a GPAA chapter during or after said Chapter/Club disassociated itself from GPAA may become an officer of any GPAA Chapter for five years from the time of their disassociation with said chapter unless GPAA Chapter representative, being made aware of situation by full disclosure, grants an exemption.  No GPAA Approved dealer can hold an elected office within the Chapter without special approval of GPAA Headquarters. No Officer from an outside prospecting club shall hold an office within the Chapter. The Chapter officials shall not split from this chapter and form competing clubs within a two-year period from their departure of said chapter/club.
